EDM

EDM stands for ‘Electronic Dance Music’

It is typically performed in nightclubs, raves, and festivals. It is
generally produced for playback by DJs who create seamless
selections of tracks, called a DJ mix.

Key Signatures
A key signature is a symbol placed at the start of a piece of music that
shows what key a piece is in.

Key signatures show sharps and flats- known as accidentals.

The sharps/flats either sit in a space or cross through a line. The pitch
that they are on indicates that pitch must be sharpened or flattened.
